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Abstract: Objectives: This descriptive correlational study aimed to reveal the level of social-emotional learning and
its relationship with cognitive, social, and teaching presence in the blended learning environment at the University of
Jordan. Methods: The descriptive correlational approach was used by selecting the study sample using a cluster random
method from the students of the University of Jordan, where the number reached (400) male and female students
distributed across all colleges, and to both genders as much as possible. To achieve the objectives of the study, a scale
for social-emotional learning was used, which consists of 23 paragraphs, and a scale for cognitive presence, social
presence, and teaching presence that constitutes the framework of the inquiry community, which consists of 34
paragraphs. They were translated from English to Arabic. Their psychometric properties were verified, and they were
applied to the sample members. Results: The results of the study indicated that the level of social-emotional learning
was generally average, and there was a statistically significant correlation between social-emotional learning and the
three attendances, and it was possible to reach the percentage of variance explained by the areas of social-emotional
learning in each form of attendance. Conclusions: The study recommended conducting more studies on social-
emotional learning due to its importance in education, positive effects on learning, and applying it to other forms of
distance learning, and studying it with other variables such as self-efficacy, academic achievement, motivation, etc.
The study also recommended supporting teachers psychologically, academically and financially due to their greatest
impact on the success of social-emotional learning, and intensifying courses for teachers on social-emotional learning
programs to expand their knowledge of it to achieve better academic results for students.
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
